Note 1—Reporting Entity

The Association of Government Accountants (AGA) is an international, professional, not-for-
profit organization exempt from federal income tax under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal
Revenue Code. A majority of its members are engaged in governmental auditing, accounting,
budgeting, and related management activities. ~AGA’s objectives include education in
government-related fields, the advancement of financial management principles and standards, and
the promotion of professional and ethical standards. The Nashville Chapter includes members
from Nashville, Tennessee and surrounding communities.

Note 2—Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

The accompanying financial statements of the Association of Government Accountants, Nashville
Chapter, have been prepared in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the
United States of America as prescribed by the Financial Accounting Standards Board. The
operations are accounted for using the accrual basis of accounting and the economic resources
measurement focus. All assets and liabilities are included on the statement of financial position.
Revenues are recognized when earned and expenses are recognized when incurred.

Note 3—Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash equivalents are defined as short-term, highly liquid investments that are both readily
convertible to known amounts of cash and so near to their maturity that they present insignificant
risk of changes in value because of changes in interest rates. This cash and cash equivalents
classification includes the carrying amount of the chapter’s deposits in the amount of $72,734.43,
and the bank balance was $72,734.43, at June 30, 2010. This bank balance was insured.
