XI. CGFM 

The Nashville Chapter of AGA supported the CGFM program by sponsoring a drawing to 
subsidize the exam fee for eligible members, offering free lunches for those passing the 
exam, disbursing brochures at meetings to extol the virtue of becoming a CGFM certificate 
holder, and providing notice of training relevant to CGFM content.  The chapter conducted 
training classes to prepare members sitting for the CGFM Exam which also provided CPE 
hours for the attendees.

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XII. EARLY CAREER

invite students majoring in accounting, systems, and public administration to our 3rd Annual 
Government Career Fair.

Michelle 
Earhart provided a brief introduction to AGA and welcomed the students. Ann Collett spoke 
about the benefits of AGA membership and announced the opportunity for students to apply 
for the Snodgrass Scholarship.
